ATTENDANCE

Excused Absences: The following are valid excuses for absences and tardies: (1) Pre-arranged absences, as submitted to Attendance
Office at least one week prior, (2) illness, health conditions, family events, religious purposes or educational opportunities, as verified by
a parent/guardian, (3) school-approved activities, with proper documentation and notification to teachers, and (4) counseling sessions,
disciplinary actions, short-term expulsions.

Reporting An Absence/Tardy: Call the Attendance Secretary as soon as possible on the day of your student’s absence. You may also
provide a signed note upon the student’s return to campus. The number is 425-837-6012.

Late Arrivals/Early Departures: For a late arrival, call the Attendance Secretary at 425-837-6012. The student must then check in with the
Attendance Office when he/she gets to school. For an early departure, the student should bring a signed note indicating the reason for
and time of departure to the Attendance Office prior to leaving. Students who become ill at school must also check out with the
Attendance Office.

Make up Work: A student is allowed one make up day for each day of an excused absence. Students are encouraged to contact their
teachers and check class websites to get make up work.

Loss of Credit: \When a student misses 11 instructional hours in a class (excused or unexcused) in one semester, he/she will lose credit for
that class. The student can appeal and remain in that class during the appeal period.

ELECTRONIC EQUIPMENT

Cell phones and other electronic equipment are allowed on campus, subject to search and confiscation if deemed disruptive or if used
without authorization. Teachers set rules for the use of such devices in the classroom. No audio or video recording is allowed on campus
or on district transportation without express permission of the teacher and/or administrative staff.

The consequences for the misuse of any electronic device are: (1) First offense—the device is confiscated, parents are notified and the
student may retrieve it from the office the next day, (2) Second offense—the device is confiscated, parents are notified and parents must
retrieve it from the office, and (3) Third/subsequent offenses—detention and possible suspension. The school is not responsible for the
loss of any electronic item. If an item is stolen it should be reported to Security.

DRESS CODE

Appropriate clothing contributes to a positive and quality environment at school. If a student’s appearance is considered disruptive or
inappropriate, the student will be asked to change; this may include being sent home for more appropriate clothing.

Clothing should not be too short, too tight or too saggy. It should be modest, covering midriffs, cleavage, and underwear regardless of the
action of the student. Skirts, dresses, and shorts (including slits in skirts) must be no shorter than the student’s hands when arms are
extended down their sides. Appropriate footwear must be worn at all times and does not include slippers. Clothing with logos, symbols,
scenes of, or advertisements for tobacco, drugs, alcohol, gangs or other illegal activities, which may include but are not limited to
intimidation, harassment, sexual innuendo, vulgarity, and obscenities is prohibited.
